New name reflects location.
The three new neighborhoods planned around the Orange County Great Park have a new name – Great Park Neighborhoods.

Formerly called Heritage Fields, Great Park Neighborhoods was chosen as the name that best reflects the one-of-a-kind
location and unique character that these neighborhoods will enjoy.

Built around and adjacent to the 1,347-acre Orange County Great Park, the centerpiece of the new community, each
neighborhood will have its own sense of place created through distinctive architecture, landscape design, community
features and gathering places.

The lifelong learning neighborhood will offer a variety of retail, business, residential and entertainment choices plus a 
wide range of educational opportunities for all ages. The second neighborhood will be transit-oriented, located near the 
Irvine Transportation Center.
